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AAMT/InterFix Collaboration

Overview and FAQs

(1) This collaboration represents a strategic initiative tied to AAMT’s mission to actively direct the evolution of the medical transcription profession.

(2) Through innovative technology, this initiative will provide AAMT with a vehicle to drive the association’s quality documentation standards into the marketplace and propagate best practices for healthcare documentation to the pervasive degree that is critical to patient safety and continuity of care.

(3) AAMT will develop a universal knowledge base in the areas of medical terminology, vocabularies, standards and best practices that will function as a core component of a software application centered on the immediate, real-time dissemination of the constantly evolving language of medicine to MTs worldwide.

(4) The fundamental goal of this initiative is to create a universal medical transcription technology environment through which best practices standards, medical language, standardized vocabularies and templates, and real-time documentation data can be delivered.

Why is this collaboration important to AAMT and its members?

The core focus of AAMT has always been to drive the evolution of the profession through both research and the development of standards of practice for the industry. Developing those standards, however, is only the first step. It is critical that the association move assertively to getting adoption and implementation of these standards into the marketplace.  While we might hope that the industry will adopt them voluntarily, the reality is that these standards need to be tied to a vehicle that will promote their widespread adoption and application.

What will this technology partnership mean to MTs?
Medical transcriptionists are in need of a technology solution to the interoperability and portability challenges inherent in the workplace today. Software designed to provide universal access to AAMT core knowledge and standards while incorporating documentation and data management tools would equip MTs to meet the industry’s ever-evolving demand for documentation and empower those MTs to be relevant in the EHR future.

Why InterFix?  

AAMT feels fortunate to have been approached by Interfix to collaborate on this project, recognizing InterFix’s reputation as an industry leader in innovative technology development.  InterFix has likewise demonstrated strong, consistent support of the association and its objectives through corporate membership and involvement. More importantly, the desire of InterFix to collaborate with AAMT on this product is an acknowledgement of the association’s expertise and authority in the industry in the knowledge and standards domain. AAMT and InterFix will begin to explore the potential of how our standards and knowledge domain can be delivered to the industry though this technology partnership, but we presently cannot speculate on what the software will or will not be able to do, what objectives it will meet, or how it will be priced.

When will we learn more about this product/service?

AAMT and InterFix will provide ongoing updates to the industry in conjunction with technology events (such as ACE, AHIMA, HIMSS, etc.) through the upcoming year.
