As the lead author of a paper in the world renowned journal Nature, Dr. Wang has been at the forefront of research and development and published five major textbooks. He has performed over 25,000 cataract and LASIK procedures, including on over 3,000 doctors, and has been designated as the LASIK surgeon by ABC’s national TV network for their reality TV show “Extreme Makeover”. Dr. Wang holds several US patents for his inventions of new biotechnologies to restore sight and performed the world’s first laser artificial cornea implantation.  He founded the Wang Foundation for Sight Restoration, a 501c(3) charity that has helped patients from over 40 states in the US and 55 countries worldwide with all sight restoration surgeries performed free-of-charge.

1. Latest in bladeless LASIK, for nearsightedness, farsightedness and astigmatism;

2. The new FDA clinical trial to treat age-related loss of near vision (presbyopia). Wang Vision Institute is only one of three centers selected by US FDA to conduct a research and clinical trial, for a new breakthrough technology to treat presbyopia. 

3. The new Forever Young Lens cataract surgery, to enable patients to have a full range of vision for both distance and near.
4. Novel sight restoration surgeries to restore sight in the blind.
